have not more than 25mm in length.

* MERINO AUTUMN SHORN exhibits shall carry only such wool as having regard to
natural growth and shall not exceed in length the equivalent of 13mm as at March
1st of the current year.

* COMMITTEE MEMBERS Mr B. Folland and Mr W. Close have been appointed
Special Stewards to ensure the Society’s Conditions are observed by Exhibitors.

* NO SHEEP can compete in more than one Class except where stated for special
groupings. Lambs at foot may be exhibited in lamb classes.
