This is also the home of the Of®cial Opening held
on the Saturday morning at 11.00 am and attended by local dignitaries, invited guests, committee members and
our excited public. A huge marquee with an elevated stage and full sound and lighting provisions, the area provides
plenty of seating for those with tired, weary legs. The Entertainment Pavilion is centrally located on Princess Park
Oval creating a pleasant Village Green atmosphere where you can see an exciting act or simply stop along the way
for lunch. Open until late on Saturday night supporting our evening program, the entertainment pavilion is the place
to be and the place to be seen”
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The Youth Shak is a vibrant new addition to the Gawler Show offering a variety of entertainment from local groups,
clubs and schools. All day entertainment in 30 minute allotments is directed for all ages. With current displays of table
tennis and Kindergym, this area is designed for the young at heart to stop for a breather or let the children have some
free time. A colouring competition is available over the weekend and the Youth Shak is right next door to our family
friendly baby room complete with change and microwave facilities.

Sunday afternoon sees a completely full house as we watch the annual pantomime directed by Upstage Theatre. Last
year we were enthralled by the enchanting performance of Cinderella which included fun audience participation. This
year Upstage Theatre are proud to present their 2011 performance of Snow White.
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The Hoecker Pavilion is the larger of the two trade pavilions erected on the Princess Park grassed area. In 2010 this

pavilion held approximately 66 trade sites of 3 x 3m with a unique market bazaar atmosphere. Sites are available in
multiples of 3m widths and can include local craft, food, wine, local businesses and party plan type displays.
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This Hoecker is slightly smaller than the ®rst pavilion holding approximately 45 trade sites of 3m x 3 m in size. This area
provides a huge variety of information and promotes new products on sale. Gawler Show regulates strict ly what can be
included in these areas and all traders are aware of these regulations before attending so materials m ust meet certain
standards. The two marquees are placed together on Princess Park oval and are a popular section of our Show.
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The Exhibition Hall is the size of two basketball courts and can be found in the main stadium of the Gawler Sport and
Community Centre. It holds and displays all of the indoor competition sections including art, “oriculture, produce,
agricultural produce, knitting, needlework and dressmaking, handicrafts, junior handicrafts, wool, fruit and vegetables,
photography, cookery and preserves, home brewed beer and wine as well as some beautiful entries from our local
nursing home residents. For the local competitor or for someone considering entering in the future this gives them a
chance to see all of the beautiful entries and who has been rewarded with a place card, ribbon/ trophy. This area offers
free entertainment and gives you some time to view the wonderful craft activities, many of which in the fast paced
world that we live in today are starting to diminish.
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The Tote Pavilion is one of the busiest spots over the weekend. As the main thoroughfare to side show alley it hosts its own
canteen facilities and bar. The Tote Pavilion has available 41 trade sites of approximately 3m x 3min size. Being a protected
pavilion with direct access to the side shows this area is always full of people coming and going and browsing the many
stalls along the way. With the excitement of rides on one side and the pleasant sounds of music from o ur Brass Band tent
located in the meeting area near the Horse Main Arena, the Tote Pavilion is very popular and full of atmosphere.
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Step back in time at the Stone Pavilion - the original Exhibition Hall built in 1882 at a cost of 1195 pounds. With
modern building additions, this Pavilion has a hall connecting it to the Sport and Recreation Centre built by the Town
of Gawler in 1988. With toilet facilities at the rear of the building and trading space of approximately 15 sites at 3m x
3m, this is one of the most sought after trade areas of the Gawler Show. Located in the centre of the show grounds
directly near one of our catering areas and the horses on the Main Arena, this Pavilion is well situated to be right in
the middle of all the action"
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The culmination of a full day's entertainment, rides food and excitement of
the Gawler Show would have to be the Fireworks spectacular. Engineered
by Howard & Sons Fireworks, all eyes are skywards waiting for the exciting
colourful explosions that brings out the child in all of us. Gawler's only Firework
display choreographed to music is a real crowd pleaser and with growing
crowds each year our wonderful engineers endeavour to WOW us with even
more lights, bangs and special effects.
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The biggest craziest jam packed section of the show + need we say anymore?

For the thrill seeker or the young at heart, Side Show Alley offers Carnival rides
and games for all ages to enjoy and scare. Operated by the Showmen's Guild of
South Australia, this area is hugely popular and operates until late on Saturday
night and all day Sunday.
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From 6.00 + 8.00 pm a special act is always sought for the anticipated Saturday evening entertainment. Take time to
sit down, relax and enjoy the ambience of the Gawler Show at night. Designed to be enjoyed by a family or for Mum

and Dad to sit down and keep their wallets in their pockets for a while" Side Show Alley remains open for the older

children, while The Gawler AH&F Society operates a 2lock in° style disco enabling some much needed time-out for

parents. Previous musical entertainment has featured Chunky Custard, The Fab Four and The Australian Elvis Show.
In 2010 we were treated to a fantastic performance by Tom Williams from Australian Idol fame. Stay tuned for what

we have in store for you in this year.
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The children's favourite - as easily recognisable as the giant ferris wheel at the Royal Adelaide Show" Located in the

centre front section of Princess Park * this is a major drawcard for all families with children or anyone who cannot

resist the urge to pat and feed baby animals. Grandpa's Farm provides a great photo opportunity and a chance to

handle some of our favourite farm yard animals.
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Enjoy the big sounds of the Gawler Town Band, Pt Adelaide City Band, Adelaide Highland Pipe Band and the K & N
Youth Band. The big brass sound echoes over the showgrounds providing the atmosphere of fun, food and frivolity
that is the Gawler Show. This is a great display of all our volunteers who work tirelessly at their chosen instruments
and enjoy the community environment that encompasses the Gawler Show.
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A new incentive last year the PCI Wrestling is in the spirit of the great World Wrestling Federation style of entertainment.
A thrilling display of different personalities and shapes, encouraging crowd participation for all ages + with jeering and
cheering and all kinds of heart thumping action is engaged to bring out the back seat umpire in all of us. Come along
and be entertained, amused and become part of this newest attraction.
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The wonderful daring display of one man and the amazing feats he can accomplish on the back of his motorcycle.
Jumps, “ips and displays of amazing balance. Adrian Hadley marvels us with his sportsmanship and skill in several
shows per day that simply leave the crowd in awe.
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A step back into time as you get to experience the days of history in Australia through the beautifully restored artefacts
and equipment from early colonial settlement and farming. Everyone loves to stop and see the old machinery chugging
along making the lives of our pioneers easier. This area is a true celebration of our local area, with two dedicated
volunteer groups of restorers keeping our history alive. The tractor display is conveniently displayed right near our
busiest entry gate opposite Gawler Primary School and under the shade of the huge gum trees on the northern side
of the showgrounds.
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The Junior Disco, managed by the Gawler AH&F Society is held from 6.00 £ 8.00 pm. This 2lock in° junior disco is
ideally aimed at children between the ages of 5 + 13 years in the Youth Shak facility. The disco is manned by adults
all with current police security checks. The children are provided their own favourite music, games and competitions.
This is an ideal way to keep your younger ones entertained while you wait for the Fireworks spectacular and a great
opportunity for those children who are still deemed too young to participate in Blue Light Disco's at other times of the
year.
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A show favourite and a wonderful display by the Mallee Axeman's Association of SA Inc, commencing on Sunday at

12 noon on the Princess Park grassed area. With 5 different classes including Junior, Novice and Open it is certainly
one of the agricultural highlights of the program on Sunday.
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The Children's Pet Show is another program addition which adds fun and frivolity to the program of hig hlights at the
Gawler Show on Sunday. The Pet show is held on the Princess Park oval in Saturday's cattle judging rin g. Children enter
their pets for FREE into many numerous categories including smallest, largest, best costumed duo, best trick and many
more that will bring out the giggles and 2awww® mom ent in all of us as we get to see the silly antics that arise when you
add children and animals to the mix.

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The Cattle Section is widely supported by not only local cattle farmers, but by many high schools who participate in
Agricultural Studies. Over 30 cattle stalls are available at the western end of the Showgrounds and are open to the
passing public. The competition takes place on Saturday and is held on Princess Park in front of the cattle stalls.
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Gawler sees a very strong poultry competition held on the Saturday of Show weekend. Poultry again have their own
pavilion near the sheep at the far northern end of the Showgrounds.
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A hugely popular part of the Gawler Show strongly supported by both local sheep breeders and others from different

parts of the state. With many sub sections for speci®c breeds of sheep the competition is held on Saturday in their
own pavilion at the northern end of the showgrounds.
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Our Rabbit Show is currently held on Sunday near the Sheep Pavilion with hundreds of categories. It is a four star
Rabbit Show and includes all varieties of rung exotics.
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Ferrets are a fascinating creature and are well supported at the Gawler Show. With their own pavilion on the grassed
section of Princess Park they are an exciting point for many Show goers. The competition is held on Saturday, but we
are hoping to encourage them to participate in our Animal Learning Centre and be available on the Sunday purely for
the pet lover in all of us.
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Beautiful little Guinea Pigs as many know them compete on the Saturday in the same pavilion used by the rabbits on
Sunday. This section has many enthusiasts and children competing in many different categories.
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The Dairy Goat Section is held in between the cattle and sheep sections with their own pavilion. Competition is held
on the Saturday of Show weekend, with over 30 different categories to compete in.
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With many categories available to compete in the Pigeon Section is very successful at the Gawler Show. It is held in
the Poultry Pavilion but has its own crowds with regular attendance and a ®erce competition held on the Saturday.
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Budgies, canaries, ®nches and parrots, if it comes in a beautiful variation of colours, sings, chirps and “ies then it
belongs with our wonderful array of similar birds located on the Saturday of the Gawler Show in the Old Floriculture
Shed next to the Poultry Pavilion.
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Providing a complete insight into agriculture at the Gawler Show. This new incentive includes a trail visiting all sections
of the show that host agricultural points of interest with participants receiving samples of grain, wool and other
products.
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Only two years into its formation, the Animal Learning Centre is an area for all the senses. Participants can touch, pat
and hold various animals, learn about habitat, rescue, care and maintenance. They can ask almost anything they can
think to ask and learn from many different organisations that resolve to help our furry friends.

Our major provider to this area is Gawler High School and their amazing agricultural students and animals. Other
organisations have and can include South Australia's Herpetology Group, South Australia's Rat Owners network,
Animal Welfare League, South Australia Dog Rescue, South Australia Canine Association and Somadale Alpacas.

This area celebrates with great success and is quickly becoming a crowd favourite with patrons who attend the show.
This will also endeavour to compliment our future plans of providing an agricultural element by way of exposing
opportunities in agricultural studies, jobs and careers to a rapidly growing urban environment.
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A hugely popular area for all ages the animal nursery is an area at the rear of the Sport and Community Centre
adjacent to the Entertainment Pavilion. With approximately 12 pens available to hold a myriad of animals and their
babies including puppies, ducks, Cape Barren geese, turkeys, day old chickens, emu chicks, lambs and kid goats.
The Animal Nursery is a special place for animal lovers to get to view the real agricultural side of the Gawler Show.
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A fantastic opportunity to view new agricultural concepts that delve to assist our farmers and provide an ecological

answer to help limit the environmental footprint left via traditional farming methods. This display provides education

and information that can be taken back and incorporated into almost any situation. For those totally blown away with

the opportunity to grow not only vegetables but your own supply of ®sh for the table * this is de®nitely one not to miss.
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The publication that has it all - The Gawler Show Book (2000 printed) is available for Show members for free and
will be sold this year to non-members for $2.50. It includes all competition sections and the rules and guidelines
associated with entering, entertainment, programs, advertising, AGM information, dates and times of the upcoming
show, maps, ticket prices, membership information and committee information.

All entries are 50 cents each and all juniors
are FREE. With the opportunity for prize cards, ribbons,
trophies and gifts, this proves to be a very popular
section at the Gawler Show.
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Highlighting the urban farmer in all of us, this section
highlights areas such as dairy, honey, olive oil,
smallgoods, pate and eggs.
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The average household up to the small producer is open to display a variety of home grown delights from citrus fruit
and root vegetables to nuts and dried fruit.

An opportunity for local "eeces to be viewed together and judged, complimented with a school section to encourage
our future farmers.
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Celebrating the various crafts enjoyed by people fr om all over the world. Highlighting tapestry and co unted cross stitch,
knitting and crochet and dressmaking to include the creation of costumes and elaborate After 5 or wedd ing attire.
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What a brief category title to include so much variance. This section includes scrapbooking, bear and cloth dolls,
spinning & weaving, china painting, egg artistry, patch work quilts and scale models amongst just a few. This area also
hosts a display of work completed in Nursing Homes or Low Care Facilities in a variety of different elements.
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With FREE entry to all areas for juniors, this is a very strong section at the Gawler Show. This area increased with an
additional 300 entries in 2010 alone. Broken down into numerous categories and then stipulated by age for fairness
including children from a pre-school age right through to Year 12 students. Obviously as the years increase the judges
expect a higher quality of task and production of pieces. This is a great area for schools, child care centres and after
school care hours to be involved in.
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This is a fantastic display of local and budding artists with artwork completed in many different mediums. This hosts
an open class as well as different sections broken into year levels and subjects.
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Photography is another rapidly growing area as elements of professional photography are now becoming possible
with advances in digital cameras. Categories such as black and white and colour, with a junior section strongly
represented.
